Health And Safety Corner

New you can use!

More soluble fiber, moderate activity
means less visceral fat.

Eating more soluble fiber and engag-
ing in moderate activity reduced visceral
fat in patients reported researchers from
Wake Forest Park Baptist Medical Cen-
ter.

Visceral fat is often less visible than
subcutaneous fat. But fat stored be-
tween the organs of the abdominal cav-
ity has much more serious health risks.

Eating 10g soluble fiber could be
achieved by eating two small apples,
one cup of green peas, and one half cup
of pinto beans. Moderate activity means
30 minutes of vigorous exercise two to
four times a week.

There is mounting evidence that eating
more soluble fiber and increasing exer-
cise reduces visceral or belly fat, al-
though we still don’t know how it works.

Pain Management

Chronic pain affects at least 116 million
adult Americans each year costing the
nation between $560 and $635 billion,

reported the Institute of Medicine in re-
lieving pain in America.

The committee on Advancing Pain Re-
search, Care, and Education, which pro-
duced the report, concluded that many
short falls in pain assessment and treat-
ment persist because of gaps in policy,
treatment, attitudes, education, and re-
search. They argued that remediation
of the mismatch between current knowl-
edge and its application will require a
cultural transformation in the way clini-
cians and the public view pain and its
treatment. This cultural transformation
is necessary because the current atti-
tude of clinicians and the public toward
pain is often denial and avoidance, the
committee wrote.

Instead clinicians, family members,
employees, and friends inevitably must
rely on a persons ability to express the
patients subjective experience of pain
and learn to trust that expression and
the medical system must give there
expressions credence and endeavor to
respond to them honestly and effec-
tively.

The Global Foundation For Children With Hearing
Loss completed a very successful Teacher Training Program in
Vietnam this summer. Thank you for your support of this tre- Ca re
mendous team effort. Our team of 16 speech and hearing pro-
fessionals and 8 graduate students from the US and Hong Kong traveled to Viet-
nam to train 105 teachers and medical teams and counseled 55 families in a
one-month workshop at Thuan An Center. We also fit 30 hearing aids on 15
young children. Our blog retells the experience in written form.

Our Teacher Training Program is one element of our multi-year Vietham Deaf
Education Program which also includes Mobile Missions and Hearing Aid Distri-
bution. Our Vietnam Deaf Education Program is empowering teachers, fami-
lies, and medical teams from 38 schools across 20 Vietham provinces and 2
hospitals with the expertise and tools to help young children with hearing loss
develop listening and spoken language.

What makes our Vietham Deaf Education Program unique - besides its scale -
is its multi-disciplinary and concentrated approach. Our program covers as-
pects of audiology, speech pathology, early intervention, and auditory-verbal edu-
cation and therapy for children with hearing loss. We work with the same group of
schools to ensure the participants build on their skills over time. With our sup-
port, professionals and families are being empowered to help children with hear-
ing loss reach their potential in our hearing society. And, because the participants
are sharing their knowledge with each other, the benefits are exponential — and
sustainable.

We are now preparing for our February/March 2012 Mobile Mission. Our
team of auditory-verbal therapists and audiologists will travel to schools in Nha
Trang and Lai Thieu to reinforce the training from the summer program. We will
fit hearing aids on children from low-income families. We are extending our work
beyond the schools to Vietnam’s hospitals where medical teams have requested
more education about newborn hearing screening, pediatric audiology, and therapy
support. As part of this Mobile Mission, we will be training hospital staff in Ho Chi
Minh City. Our Vietnam Deaf Education Program is enabling the Vietnamese to
put in place the processes and professional support that will benefit hundreds of
children with hearing loss.

| cannot say thank you enough to everyone who has been a part of this endeavor,
and has helped the Global Foundation become the growing, successful organi-
zation it is today. For those of you planning to attend the ASHA Convention this
year, | hope you'll join us for our presentation scheduled for 3-4 pm on Saturday,
November 19.
